SUBJECT: Parking Committee Minutes

On October 28, 2008 the Parking Committee met. The Parking Committee was represented by Don Schumacher, Maintenance Manager (A); Dave Smith, Safety Specialist; Robert Helmig, APWU MVS Craft Director; Andy Jimenez, NPMHU and Mark Kirby, APWU.
 

Reviewed the progress of painting the parking lots.   The truck ramp painting is almost completed.   Painting is presently on-going in the employee’s parking lot and curbing is being replaced as funding becomes available.
 

Towing of illegally parked vehicles in handicap spaces has ceased. In the future if employees are illegally parked the Denver Police Department will be called to handle the situation. 
 

Due to the consolidation of 3 tours into 2 tours, more handicap parking will be necessary. Maintenance has already created 5 more additional handicap spaces in the finance parking lot. This makes a total of 10 handicap spaces in the finance parking lot.
 

All motorcycle parking will be moved to the employee’s parking lot. Row K presently has two handicap spaces next to existing motorcycle parking in that row. These two handicap spaces will be removed and “motorcycle parking only” signs put in place of the handicap signs.
 

The parking lot next to the medical unit will have all the motorcycle parking signs removed. This parking area will be turned into handicap parking. The lines will be painted diagonally which should create 8 to 10 additional handicap spaces. 
 

These additional handicap spaces will bring the total number of handicap spaces to 87. Based on our total parking spaces we are only required to have 24 handicap spaces according to the American Disability Act Accessibility Guidelines.   So we now have 71% more handicap spaces than required.
