On February 6, 2009, the Parking Committee met.  The Parking Committee was represented by Don Schumacher, MMO; Dave Smith, Safety; Andy Jimenez, NPHMU, Mark Kirby, APWU and Robert Helmig, MVS Craft Director.
The meeting was called to discuss the Fire Lane access to the new FSS expansion.  At this time, cars are illegally parking in the fire lane.  Two Safety Talks have been put out to all personnel concerning this situation (January 30th and February 6th).

The committee walked the employee’s parking lot to assess the situation.  Our conclusion was that the fire lane is not clearly marked and there is insufficient signage.

Mark Kirby is going to contact the Denver Fire Department to find out what the proper lane marking should be.  Once this is determined, he will inform the Maintenance Department so the proper marking can be completed.

Maintenance Department will work on getting more signage for the fire lane.

The safety office will continue to put warnings on cars parked in the fire lane, letting them know they are illegally parked.  No cars will be towed until proper fire lane markings are completed and more signage is put up.

Briefly discussed the recently opened VMF/MVS parking lot next to the VMF.  Authorized cars have the proper permit stickers on them.  There was a problem for a while about maintenance parking in this lot.  Maintenance craft director has been putting out the word not to park there.  Don Schumacher, MMO indicated he would put out a stand-up talk on this also.
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
