SUBJECT:  Parking Committee Minutes

On July 24, 2008 the Parking Committee met.  The Parking Committee was represented by Wayne Witzel, Maintenance Manager; Dave Smith, Safety Specialist; Robert Helmig, APWU MVS Craft Director; Andy Jimenez, NPHMU and Mark Kirby, APWU.

Discussed Handicap signs and poles which are broken or missing.  Handicap signs and poles will be replaced by Maintenance.
Any questions concerning the Admin parking lot and who can park there must go through the Manager of Delivery Customer Service Programs, John James (x 6674).

There is a fire hydrant in need of painting next to the main employee’s gate entrance.  Safety has contacted Denver Water, Maintenance Dept. who is responsible for the painting.
There are many trees in the employee’s parking lot which are either dead or have branches that hang down and present a safety hazard.  Also many of the grates around the trees on the cement islands are pushed up out of the ground by the trees creating tripping hazards.  Maintenance will schedule to have these issues addressed.
Straight out from the Motor Cycle parking area there is a grate which is broken and needs replaced.  Maintenance Action.
Bob Helmig asked that a few trash cans be placed in the employee’s parking lot to help keep trash out of lot.  Maintenance will place cans out there.  
Need operations to assign a mail handler to check the employee parking lot weekly to remove mail equipment (hampers/GPC’s) left in the lot.  Operations please assign someone.  
Chocks in the truck ramp are hard to see.  Need to paint chocks or replace them with rubber chocks.  Maintenance Action.
The employee’s parking lot has many broken curbs and is in dire need of being stripped.  The parking arrows and lines cannot be seen.  Maintenance Action.


The above actions the Parking Committee feels will address the safety concerns of our employees.
