Paul Pearman Bid Annual Leave, absent excused.

President Ancona notifies the E-Board that Rubin Valdez has resigned as Quadrant Coordinator by letter. He has requested privacy as to reasons for resignation. Discussion as to who will cover his quadrant and it will be Dave Coker and Chris Arellano who will absorb any open stations within his quadrant. 

· Steward Apprentice Appointments-

Brian Thomason states that Sheldon Lewis has been appointed and approved by straw poll of E-board.

Miguel Salazar has appointed Zadrian Ayers tour 2, and Doug Gray tour 1 apprentices. Straw poll of E-board already approved them as well. 

Robert Helmig has no steward apprentices. 

· Steward Appointments-

Brian Thomason requests approval for Laviena Vargas to be a steward. She has been an apprentice since October 2009 and has been doing wonderful. Vote is taken and unanimous approval to make Laviena a steward. 

Discussion about steward training is brought up and President Ancona states that Colorado State President George Prusak has requested to use the hall for state steward training. He has invited any of Denver stewards to participate. John announces that it will be a joint training session for all stewards that need basic training.

Miguel Salazar and Robert Helmig have no steward appointments.

· Steward Removals

Miguel Salazar requests removal of Kathy Prusak as maintenance steward after she declines his request to resign. Vote occurs and there is unanimous approval to honor his request. 

· State President/Vice-President Endorsements

President Ancona advises that George Prusak is running for state president and NBA to replace Steve Zamanakos as clerk NBA in Phoenix Arizona. John requests that Brian Thomason speak about what he has heard as well.

Brian states that he has heard rumor that there will be opposition for both president and vice president.

It is decided that there will be candidates at the state convention who request to speak to different locals and our locals decision will be made by those who attend the state convention.

· NBA Endorsements

Two known candidates are George Prusak, Colorado state president and Joan Gerhart out of Phoenix local.

Brian asked to speak since he knows both very well. Joan is a go-getter, an arbitration advocate, has not been an officer in her local. Most union activists in Colorado know George since he has been state president forever (15-20 years). He was the BMC president before that. 

The question was asked if he will be relocating to Phoenix if elected and George stated that he would be willing and is able to relocate. Mo Merrow is good friends with both and will not take sides and endorse either one. 

John asked Miguel about maintenance requests for endorsements. None has been made. It is expected that Jimmy Walden out of California will have opposition. 

John asked Robert about MVS and Robert stated that it is expected that Steve Aurbach out of Phoenix will run against Bruce Bailey. 

· CFC – Do we support it this year

Our current CFC representatives Chris Arellano and Lawanda Davis request that we don’t support them in conjunction with the mail handlers union. The military personnel in Colorado Springs who run the campaign really dumped on unions this year and don’t deserve our support. 

John states that the issue is whether to support Chris and Lawanda not the CFC. There were issues of release time for representative and key workers. 

It was decided that there needs to be a meeting with District Managers and the other unions to see what direction to take this year. 

· FSS Sections Will it be one section or separate ones.

Discussion as to whether there will be shut down of the 100’s or not. Management states that the 100’s will shut down at 10:00 AM and the FSS will start up at 11:00 AM. But then change their mind and 100’s will remain a 24/7 operation. There will be two start times for FSS, 11:00 AM and 7:30 PM. Members will bring up the issue of retreat rights to machines that did not exist before. 

It is decided to fight to keep separate for purpose retreat rights and down sizing.

· Travel day to Grand Junction for state convention. 

Thursday May 13, will be allowed as an eight hour travel day since it will be at least four to five hours of travel time and not a good idea to try and do it on Friday morning. Travel reimbursement will be individual discretion for the driver of car pool or individual travelers. 3971 LWOP and reimbursement requests will be honored. 

· National Convention

Discussion and debate on national committee appointments and who will leave when since reservations and travel arrangements will need to be made. Discussion on what airline will be used for travel. 

· State Convention

This item was combined and discussed with State President/Vice President and NBA endorsements. 

· Colorado Springs – Regional Conference – Who wants a room for Friday night.

There was discussion on who will be traveling back and forth daily and who will stay Friday night only. Dave Coker, Bobby Rollins and John Ancona will travel back and forth daily. 

· Phone and Internet Update

On June 2, 2010 there will be a conversion to Quest for Internet and phone service.  A $500 early termination fee will be paid to Covad for an Internet contract that would have expired at the end of this year. But the $300 a month that was being paid made it worth it. AT&T was being paid $650 a month and will also stop June 2, 2010. Bobby Washington will be requested one time to make the conversion from one system to another. 

· PPA – Postal Press Association

The National PPA is requesting three cent a month per member increase to fund their operating costs. It is tabled at this meeting for further discussion at the state convention. For 1800 members it will amount to approximately $54 monthly. 

· Constitution and By-Laws Committee Meeting on Proposed Article 10 Changes

The committee issued an amendment to the original proposal. The 20% figure was removed from the original language meaning that the stewards will receive the full rebate in June, minus the extra 20%. In December it will be a 50% rebate and then eliminated after that. 

· Article 18 Constitution & By-Laws

Article 18 section 2 was discussed as to whether the 2/3 vote language applied to the current proposed change or the 3/5 language in Article 16 section 1. It is clear that the Article 16 section 1 language applies to the current proposed change.
