5. Reading of Minutes

6. Executive Board Report and Treasurer’s Report

The local’s budget is still being worked on. Different cost-saving measures are still being 
reviewed. The phone and internet providers are being looked at and there is potential to 
save as much as $9,000 annually if they are combined under a small business bundle. 
Other constitutional changes are being presented to the membership, so an annual budget 
is still in the works and nothing finalized.

8. New Business


Maintenance member Richard Sotelo spoke to the membership about advising 
management on pursuing money that has been overpaid to CSRS to help offset the 
deficit. He further believes the union should speak out and put up suggestions to help stop 
the five day delivery plan. 

President Ancona went on record stating that this local doesn’t support five day delivery.


EVP Rollins read the first reading of a Constitution and By-Law change submitted by HR 
Director Phil Desautels. It was not discussed or debated during the first reading. If it is 
approved the change will eliminate Article 10 Section 3 language in its entirety. It would 
end the union dues rebate for stewards. The second reading, discussion, debate and the 
vote will occur at the May General Membership Meeting.

DIR Pearman made a motion to change the May Membership Meeting due to the fact that 
if falls on Memorial Day Weekend. It was further stated that the State Convention will be 
held on the weekend of May 22. The motion was made to change the meeting to May 15, 
2010. There was no discussion and the vote was unanimous to change it to May 15.

10. Reports of Officers and Committees


HR Director Phil Desautels-


- Recognized May as EAP month and spoke on the benefits of using EAP if needed. 

Maintenance Director Miguel Salazar-

- Problems with A-Bid program and all maintenance employees need to submit new 
PARS because the old ones were deleted from the system. 


- RMSS Class Action being filed because the un-proctored exam does not have anything 
to do with mechanical skills.


Clerk Director Brian Thomason-

-NRP update on various issues


-Twenty-one DBCSs still considered for relocation, could include Littleton, Longmont and Golden. If it doesn’t happen then it is possible ninety clerks could be excessed to mailhandler craft.


- Thirty-one more clerk jobs being moved to tour 1, May 22nd latest date for these moves.

- FSM1000 clerks were excessed and abolished and sent to tour 1 automation. 


- FSS machines are now down to four, with only two clerks per machine.


- Snow storm grievance settled for eight hours of admin leave for annual and lwop for all 
three crafts but no sick leave will be changed to admin leave. It covers tour three March 
26, and tour one March 27. 

- Sheldon Lewis newest tour 3 steward apprentice.

SPBS changes are not true and there are none set for the immediate future.

Early out with $25,000 incentive not true.

EVP Bobby Rollins

- Internet service competition for business is good. He met with a broker to discuss 
bundling internet and phone service into a small business package. The combined 
package could save $9,000 annually. T1 lines were the only ones available when we 
moved into the current building and it was the only thing available for the longest time. 
Now DSL is available and is comparable to T1. The only notable difference will be if 
very large files are being transferred. There are on going negotiations with the broker. 

- Copiers are being looked at for cost savings also. We have an opportunity to buy one 
very similar to what we already have. It would save the local as much as $4,000 a year.


- There will be a trustee audit tomorrow. After this audit it will help to finalize a budget 
with the other issues mentioned.

- Run 318 is being posted


- Article 32 daily grievances being filed for daily contracting out at the VMF
